. The first 32 teams in the 12,14,16 and 18 & under divisions to return their entry fee will

be guaranteed a spot in the tournament. There will be 8 pools of four in the age groups.
No Team is guaranteed a spot in the tournament until the entry fee is received. We will
send a confirmation note when the entry fee is received.

Please indicate on the enclosed registration form if you can or cannot play Friday night.
Entry deadline is June 1* and teams will be notified of pairings by June 18". Any teams
withdrawing from Tournament after June 10" will not get their money refunded.

Proof of age must be available upon request by tournament director.

Team trophies and individual awards will be awarded to the 1 and 2™ place winners in
each division. This includes both A and B divisions in the older girls.

Friday night games are at 6:30 pm, 8:00 pm and 9:30 pm at Sherman Park.

Teams may use 3 ASA registered pickup players, but all names must be on the team
roster. Rosters should be sent in with entry form if possible. Otherwise must be turned
in at the check-in.

The time limit is 1 hour 20 minutes for all games. Ties will not be played out in pool
play. Run limit rule is 12 after 3 and 8 after 5.

The tournament will be played on a non-protest basis.

ASA rules will apply with the exception of listed items.

In case of a total rainout, where no games can be played, we will return all but $20.00 of
your entry fee. In case of inclement weather, methods to get the games in will be up to
the discretion of the tournament committee.

Please plan to check in at the Tournament Headquarters prior to your first game.
